Zoning Meeting

Mitchell called the meeting to order at 9:30 a.m.

Members Present: Mitchell, Cianni, Benolken, Savolainen

Members Absent: Brown

*Motion by Cianni, seconded by Benolken to approve the minutes of the October 19, 2011 zoning meeting
Ayes all present—motion carried

*Motion by Cianni, seconded by Savolainen to approve a fence for the community garden located on the north side of LaRue Pit Road.  The parameter of the fence is 740’ total length around the garden with at 16x10’ gate

The fence will be 10’ high and made of galvanized deer fence fabric and high tensil wire

Ayes all present—motion carried

*Discussion was held on the AFSCME addition—the adjacent property owner is ok with the construction but the water cannot be running on their land.  The AFSCME changed the dimension of the addition on the building without prior zoning approval.  

The new dimension of the addition is 32x24 which is right on the property line between AFSCME and Dynamic Insurance

*Motion by Benolken, seconded by Savolainen to approve the change with the conditions set forth above

Aye all present—motion carried

Mike Anderson was present to explain his request for an addition to his existing building at Midwest Manufacturing. They will be adding on a 60x100’ add on to the existing shop, to the North end of the property.  A lay down area for steel will be approximately 66’x300’ He also requested to vacate a portion of 6th street to the north end of his lot and would like the Pearson Avenue developed. They anticipate to start construction and hope to be operational by February 2012.  The commission referred him to the city council regarding the dirt removal, vacating of street and development of Pearson ave
*Motion by Cianni, seconded by Savolainen to approve a 60x100’ addition to the north end of the existing shop at Midwest Manufacturing.  A lay down are for steel approximately 66x300’

Ayes all present—motion carried

Cianni brought up the AFSCME situation and wanted in writing that no changes to permits in the future without coming back to zoning for permission

Shingles are being dumped in areas and should do something about it.  Check with John Dimich on the ordinance regarding dumping

Discussion was held on rezoning lots 3, 4 and 5 in the industrial park.  John Jamnick recommended as a prospective business may be coming in. The commission will discuss at the next zoning meeting
