Also available is a tele presence immersive classroom and can take classes via the TV from another school anywhere around the state with the same technology.  It is becoming a state wide item for schools. The room also be open for public use. Heyblom said it will need IRRRB board approval. Hendricks noted that some of the school board members are still not aware of how the money can be used.
