Zoning Meeting

October 3, 2012

Chairman Mitchell called the meeting to order at 9:30 a.m.

Members Present: Mitchell, Savolainen, Benolken, Cianni
Members Absent: Brown
A discussion was held regarding the minutes from the September 19, 2012 minutes. The issue was tabled until the end of the meeting.

A discussion was held regarding the permit application for Reisigner. Property owners felt it was only maintenance project and a fee should not be charged.
*Motion by Benolken, seconded by Cianni to approve the permit application for Mary Joan Reisinger at 621 1st Street. She is approved for the construction of two new decks, one in the front of the house (east) 13’6” x 5’10” and back of the house (west) 22’x8’3” with steps on both decks. 

Ayes all present – motion carried

*Motion by Savolainen, seconded by Cianni to approve a one year extension for the permit for Mr. and Mrs. Squillace originally issued on August 4, 2010 (permit #11-10). This permit would expire on August 4, 2013.  
Ayes all present—motion carried

A discussion was held regarding the permit application for Nancy Nunn at 1 Platt Avenue. A map was not provided to the committee for review. Mitchell and Savolainen are familiar with the situation. They felt this is also an example of not paying for a permit because the shed was taken by a storm. 
*Motion by Savolainen, seconded by Benolken to approve the permit application for Nancy Nunn at 1 Platt Avenue to build a new 8’x16’ shed on north side of the house.  
Ayes all present—motion carried

A discussion was held regarding choosing of zoning members for the Development Committee. Savolainen wants to be a part of that committee also, but there are too many members from Zoning who would be involved. 
*Motion by Savolainen, seconded by Cianni to let the head of the Development Committee make the decision on which two zoning members be appointed to the committee. 
Ayes all present – motion carried

Discussion items:

· Savolainen had a question regarding a request he got from someone interested in the Northern Exposure property. They wanted to know if someone buys it, can they live in the back? It is currently zoned M-1. This person would have to apply for a conditional use permit and then will have to refer it to the council for approval and will have to follow procedures.

· To amend Section 17.2 & 17.7 (Zoning Permit Requirements) to include the following information: A permit will still be required but may not have a fee if it’s due to damage from an act of nature or maintenance item. They would have to replace it same as existing. If it is different from what existing structure was, then they would need to pay a permit fee. This is to be sent to Dimich for proper wording.
