Mayor DeNucci called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

The main focus of the meeting was to discuss a liaison officer with the school.  Bolf started the discussion. They are looking for someone that has at least 2 to 3 years of experience. The wages would range from $19.00 to $20.00 and would be a part-time position roughly 161 days.
The school would reimburse the PERA and Medicare to the city.  Gangl would like to talk with Maddern to see if it is justified for having another officer on in the summer. Heyblom would like to know where the funding is coming from, as the school will have to pay for this person. He is in agreement with having an officer at the school but doesn’t feel the city should fund it.
A job description would also be needed for the position.

DeNucci noted it is a proposal from the school, nothing formal, just a discussion for now.
Heyblom would like Maddern and the police commission involved.  They need to be included or it could cause bad feelings.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Gangl agreed there needs to be a smooth process right from the start.  DeNucci noted Maddern is supportive of this and he is the expert in his field. There is a job description available.  The wage detail would need some type of revision with the proposal to fit the needs of the school.

Northey will meet with Maddern and draft a final proposal and then present to the school board.  The union should also review.  Once it’s done then the police commission and the city council should be given the proposal.
