Discussed local purchasing policy-no changes or additions at this time
*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to approve the local purchasing policy
Ayes all present—motion carried

Discussed Central Avenue loan and decided to allocate funds to pay it off at the end of 2015
*Motion by Gangl, seconded by Bolf to allocate $100,000 from the Economic Dev Fund #125 and $50,392.41 from the ambulance fund #650 to be applied at payoff
Ayes all present—motion carried

Road by Sinclair: Dimich asked what would like to be done. Heyblom said updates in the area are being made and will get the information to the city clerk for Dimich. Will look at the easement after we get the updates
Also updated on Rabbit Road-Daly doesn’t want to sign off on the easement. The road would then only go to the property line, needs a new description on that to continue process

The job descriptions were reviewed and the updates approved. The council would like the assistant chief and police officer revised. Give a copy to everyone and have them review and get back to the clerk’s office within a week
*Motion by DeNucci, seconded by Heyblom to approve the police department job descriptions contingent upon changes to patrol officer and assistant chief
Ayes all present—motion carried

Range Development-no updates per Dimich

Discussed the Resolution and Affidavit for council-would like a broader affidavit, Dimich will work on and get back to council
*Motion by DeNucci, seconded by Gangl to table until further information is received
Ayes all present—motion carried

The Clerk updated on the MERC situation-Bolf and DeNucci will be on the committee to discuss with the attorney.  Will contact McGrann and set up a telephone conference

Dry runs discussed-no charges being assessed, there are two paid attendants on a run and also the wear and tear on the vehicles.  After some discussion it was decided to start charging for dry runs, the liaison for April will discuss with the coordinator
*Motion by Heyblom, seconded by Gangl to allow the EMS coordinator to put into place a $100 fee for dry runs
Ayes all present—motion carried


Discussed the transfer of Medicaid patients in the county contract, would like Dimich to look into and make the necessary language changes
*Motion by Gangl, seconded by DeNucci to allow Dimich to contact the county and make the necessary contract language changes regarding medical transfer for the billing 
Ayes all present—motion carried
