Special Items 
Calvin Saari Introduction 
Mayor Heyblom introduced Mr. Saari, as the newly appointed City Councilor to fill the vacated seat for the remainder of the 2018 term. Mr. Saari thanked the Council and expressed an eagerness to work together. 

Mark Williams, Parking Complaints 
Mr. Williams reminded the Council that he had a complaint about a year ago about parking in front of his residence. He asked the Council to consider implementing permit parking, as students continued to park in front of his walkway. Williams stated concerns about safety and emergency services reaching his residence during the winter months when snow covered the boulevard. Mayor Heyblom said he wasn’t ready to take action and wanted to look at why the Council didn’t take action when the issue was raised last time.

New Business 
Post Demolition Concerns at 212 Central Avenue 
During demolition the condition of the existing shared wall between the Grover building and dental building was exposed. The wall is cracked both horizontally and vertically. The demolition contractor stopped the progress and suggested the City contact a structural engineer to assess the wall. JPJ Engineering contacted a structural engineer that provided recommendations. The issue was submitted to the insurance company as a claim. Council decided to hold on any further action until the insurance company could provide more guidance. 

Quote for Rink Dividers 
Councilor Gangl stated he fielded numerous phone calls regarding skating at the rec and how the City does not allow hockey sticks or pucks during the scheduled open skating timeframe. Councilor Gangl presented a quote he received for a rink divider that would allow the rink to be divided to accommodate both; he summarized the details of the divider. 

John Ketola took the podium and questioned how the dividers would be moved and stored. Mayor Heyblom suggested Ketola taking a trip to the arena in the City of Virginia to see their rink diver. Councilor Marinaro instead suggested scheduling an ice time for youth to use sticks and pucks on the ice; he also suggested a sign-in sheet to assess when the best time would be. Attorney Vollstaedt suggested a second quote if they pursue the dividers. 

More information will be sought regarding use, implementing a sign-in sheet, and exploring a split time in open skating to include youth hockey.

Items From Floor 
Frank Chimento 
Mr. Chimento stated that he had spoken with the Itasca County Treasurer who said the City of Nashwauk had lost 11% of its tax base. He expressed frustration with the budgeting process and felt the City Council should know how that happened. 

Karen Calaguire 
Calaguire discussed the minutes of the January 2, 2018 City Council meeting and asked for a meeting with the City Council separately to discuss the events of that meeting. Calaguire said that she would like the chance to refute most of the information in the minutes as she felt it wasn’t accurate. Mayor Heyblom said he planned on looking at the financials, organizational structure, and other related items.  

John Bourman 
Mr. Bourman expressed frustration with the current process established when a complaint is made. Mr. Bourman asked that the City pay for the damage done to his front door as a result of a home invasion that happened in the summer of 2017. He submitted a letter to the city that had already been turned in as a claim to the insurance company.
