MnDOT Community Update 
Councilor Bodin provided an update about the committee meeting and shared details regarding the short term and long term proposed solutions. The committee would meet again in November and be present at the November 12, 2019 City Council meeting with a recommendation. The long-term solution did not include any variation of the originally proposed J-Turn intersection. Councilor Holmbeck expressed frustration that the roundabout solution was dismissed and maintained that Nashwauk wasn’t being treated like other communities.  

New Business 
Law Enforcement Services with the City of Marble 
*Motion by Councilor Holmbeck, seconded by Councilor Bodin to approve the Law Enforcement Services Agreement between the City of Marble and the City of Nashwauk and allow the Mayor and Administrator to sign.

John Dimich Contract 
Chief Dasovich stated that with the way the City wanted to pursue ordinances, it needed to do it through criminal prosecution. Dasovich recommended pursuing the services of Attorney John P. Dimich. Council discussed using Mr. Dimich in the past and his tendencies to dismiss cases. Dasovich said that Mr. Dimich is aware of the City’s insistence that they not be dismissed and he will maintain communication with the Police Department regarding updates and statuses of cases.  

*Motion by Councilor Holmbeck, seconded by Acting Mayor Heyblom to approve the Professional Criminal Legal Services with John P. Dimich to provide ordinance level criminal prosecution services, with a contract term from October 8, 2019 to December 31, 2020.

Ambulance Response Time 
EMS Coordinator Bodin said the current response time was ten minutes, which is too long when considering patient care as a priority.

Pay Scale Advancement Requests 
Council reviewed two letters from Street Lead Martire and Police Chief Dasovich requesting step scale advancements for three employees. As this type of request hadn’t been completed before, Councilor Holmbeck asked about procedure for making these recommendations and how the process should be completed. Acting Mayor Heyblom called for a work session to be held November 12, 2019 following the regularly scheduled Council meeting to discuss the step scale, advancements, and clarification on contract language.
