Mayor Heyblom requested a letter be drafted and sent to the Itasca County Board of Commissioners requesting reconsideration.

Councilor Marinaro referenced the resignation of Paul Tweed from the Nashwauk Public Utilities Commission. There would be two more positions available beginning January 2019, as the terms of Mike Anderson and Milton Latvala would expire.

Councilor Holmbeck said he’d reviewed several ordinances discussed at the last meeting and felt the blight ordinance could be enforced at the trailer park in several instances. Mayor Heyblom advised the issue be forwarded on to Chief Maddern. 

Mayor Heyblom requested three rink attendants be hired for the 2018-2019 season for better shift coverage.
