Unfinished Business 
Community Center Update 
No update was received from Barb Caskey. Mayor Heyblom questioned the cost of a grant writer and expressed interest in finding a quote from another party. Councilor Saari said there were other grant writers within the Arrowhead Regional Development Committee. Further Councilor Saari said he would be attending the ARDC meeting in Two Harbors next week and would make a point of speaking with Ms. Caskey. 

Overlook Update 
Work started this week on the project, with footings being poured. The original structure has been removed. 

1st Street/Highway 65 Update 
The project should be ready for mill and overlay soon, but the weather has not been cooperating. No definite date was known at the time of the meeting for mill and overlay. 

Building Inspection Update 
The judge upheld the Order issued to the owners at 401 Central Avenue. The property owners must remove the camper trailers. 
Twelve properties were flagged by the Police Chief and Administrator as having safety concerns. Three would significant enough that they were sent directly to the building inspector. Once a report is received, the three properties will be directed to the Council for Orders of Repair to be issued. 


Mayor Heyblom questioned the inspections completed on the trailer park. The building inspector questioned how to hold the trailers to the same standard as a home. Council requested a meeting with the building inspector to ensure the ordinance was refined enough to address both trailer inspections and home inspections.
