Mayor Saari called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall. 
Mayor Saari led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Adoption of Agenda
Mayor Saari adopted the agenda as printed.

Fire Department Discussions 
Mayor Saari asked to address Fire Department items on the New Business agenda, as Fire Chief Coughlin needed to leave early for another meeting. Mayor Saari stated that the reason the claims register #1 had been pulled from the consent agenda was because there was a claim for $7,903.46 from Emergency Apparatus Maintenance for various fire truck maintenance fees and he asked for more information regarding the claims. Chief Coughlin said that Emergency Apparatus Maintenance had provided vehicle inspection reports earlier in the year and the work that had been identified in those reports was just now being completed. He admitted that he hadn’t seen the final invoices yet. Councilor Gangl says the claims weren’t very detailed and asked for Coughlin to review and report back. 

*Motion by Councilor Holmbeck, seconded by Councilor Heyblom to pull the claim to Emergency Apparatus Maintenance in the amount of $7,903.46 from Claims Register #1 until additional information was provided. 
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried. 

*Motion Councilor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Bodin to approve the remainder of claims within Claims Register #1. 
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried. 

Brush Truck Equipment 
Chief Coughlin shared two quotes for equipment to finish equipping the brush truck chassis that was purchased earlier in the year. Coughlin recommended approval of the quote from Heiman Fire Equipment in the amount of $95,318.00 because their quote was very detailed. The other quote from MacQueen Equipment was for $84,823.00, but did not provide the amount of detail that Heiman did. Coughlin said he had asked repeatedly for additional information from MacQueen but it was not provided. 

Councilor Bodin had concerns about the fire department being over budget and said he wanted to be sure that money was being used wisely, especially considering the almost $8,000 in charges from Emergency Apparatus Maintenance that hadn’t been paid yet. Coughlin said the fire truck was within the previously established budget and the funds would be spend out of the fire truck fund. Coughlin also said that now that the work had been completed by EAM, the major issues have been resolved on the vehicles. 

Councilor Heyblom asked for a distilled information summary regarding both quotes. 

*Motion by Mayor Saari, seconded by Councilor Heyblom to approve the quote from Heiman Fire Equipment for brush truck equipment in the amount of $95,318.00; acknowledging that the quote was the higher quote provided, but approved because of the additional information provided by Heiman. 
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried. 

East Itasca Joint Sewer Board 
Mayor Saari shared that Engineer Jamnick had recently provided an Addendum to the East Itasca Joint Sewer Board Plan that included upgrades for the Nashwauk lift station. The information would be reviewed during the EIJSB meeting next week. 

MnDOT Community Committee 
The Committee had originally been scheduled to meet on November 7, 2019, but the meeting had to be rescheduled. Mayor Saari said no date had been provided yet. MnDOT would be present at the November 26, 2019 City Council meeting.  



Follow-up Discussion regarding Fire Service Contracts 
Council briefly summarized discussions regarding meetings that were held with Nashwauk Township and Lone Pine Township for the purpose of negotiating new fire service contracts. Mayor Saari shared that Lone Pine Supervisor Jon Korpi had said the township would be in touch with Nashwauk by the November 26, 2019 meeting. Nashwauk Township said they would be in touch regarding the proposed contract by that same date.

*Motion by Councilor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Gangl to approve a training reimbursement agreement with Brenden Johnson and Cassandra Castagneri to complete EMT training. 
Ayes: all present. Motion carried. 

Fire Department Safety Vests  
*Motion by Councilor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Gangl to approve the purchase of safety vests for the fire department from MacQueen Equipment in the amount of $1,085. 
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried. 

 A grant in the amount of $945 was received from the Nashwauk Area Community Fund for use in purchase of the safety vests. 



Logging City Land 
Itasca County had contracted with a logging company to log the area around the Itasca County radar tower. The County had asked if Nashwauk would want the approximately 9.4 acres of city owned land near the tower to be logged as well. Attorney Simon said the city would have to seek quotes for the logging work before advancing. Council advised Lead Tom Martire and Administrator Kurtock to work together to pursue logging the area if possible. 

Coalition of Greater Minnesota Cities 
Mayor Saari said that other mayors had spoken to him about being a member of the Coalition of Greater Minnesota Cities. He said he would like to give it a try for a year and see how the coalition works for Nashwauk. 

*Motion by Councilor Holmbeck, seconded by Councilor Gangl to join the Coalition of Greater Minnesota Cities for a one-year membership in the amount of $707.00. 
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried.  

Department & Committee Reports 
Police Department 
Chief Dasovich shared that the Youth Intervention Program grant in the amount of $90,000 had been awarded toward the SRO position. The SRO position within the school was going very well. 

Chief Dasovich also stated that Attorney Dimich said he would provide ordinance prosecution this year and next, but wants to bid on all criminal prosecution services in 2020. Council requested that Chief Dasovich check with Attorney Adam to see if she would be submitting a bid for 2020 and if so, advertise clearly on what services Nashwauk is looking for.

Public Comment 
Frank Chimento took the podium and shared that he had been present during the meeting that Mike Bubany presented the Capital Financial Plan. He expressed concerns about the general fund balance and said that previous administrations did not act in good faith regarding preserving the general fund balance. He asked that this administration take a better approach and acknowledged that taxes would have to go up to make up for the short fund balance.
