Community Center Update 
Mayor Heyblom summarized the proposal received from Big Picture Unlimited, Inc. regarding grant writing services for the community center project. Councilor Saari requested the whole quorum need be present for the discussion. Mayor Heyblom expressed frustration in delay.

Overlook Update 
*Motion by Councilor Marinaro, seconded by Councilor Saari to approve Pay Request No. 1 to Champion Iron LLC in the amount of $96,112.80; contingent upon receipt of certified payroll reports.

1st Street/Highway 65 Update 
A bond purchase and project loan agreement was received from the Minnesota Public Facilities Authority. The agreement required a corresponding resolution be approved and submitted. The resolution would be on the next city council agenda.  


Building Inspection Update 
Building Inspector Joe Odell was continuing with inspections as scheduled. There were three properties that were flagged for inspection that were in significantly dilapidated condition. When the reports on those properties are submitted, they’ll be within the Council packet requesting an Order of repair or demolition. 

ATV Trail Update 
Commissioner Ben DeNucci updated that a contract with Mesabi Metallics had been completed and finalized regarding allowing use of the ATV Trail. 

East Itasca Joint Sewer Board 
Councilor Saari summarized the update from Community Resource Development. The first two years of the project will be centered around Keewatin/Nashwauk. Lone Pine is still committed and within two years of Keewatin/Nashwauk their portion of the project would begin. 

New Business 

Amended Wellhead Plan Summary 
The City’s Wellhead Protection Plan had been created in 2007 in collaboration with the Minnesota Department of Health. The Wellhead Plan intention is to prevent contaminants from entering the wells and groundwater that provide the public water supply. The plan must be updated every ten years. The Administrator updated on vulnerability, management plans, contingency plans, and established goals.  John Ketola and April Kurtock were working on the plan amendment and within the next two weeks would be meeting with the plan administrator from the Department of Health to begin part two. The update for the Council was a required component of the amendment process. Additional information would be available to the public upon request. 

ICTV Contribution

Canvassing of the Returns 
The Administrator read the abstract of votes cast in the precincts of the City of Nashwauk as compiled from the official returns. As of 7 a.m. on Tuesday, November 6, 2018 there were 577 persons registered to vote. An additional 27 persons registered to vote on election day. There were 49 accepted regular, military, and overseas absentee ballots and mail ballots, with a total of 424 persons voting. With regard to the mayoral seat, candidate Brenda Manthei received 183 votes; candidate Calvin Saari received 218 votes; 6 votes were write-in. With regard to the Council member seats, candidate Greg Heyblom received 225 votes; candidate Mark Marinaro received 209 votes; candidate Kevin Bodin received 244 votes; 5 votes were write-in. 

Councilor Marinaro questioned the results as he had rumor that there were not Nashwauk Mayor or Council seats listed on the early voting ballot at Itasca County. Follow-up would be done with Vicki Martin from Itasca County regarding the claim. 

*Motion by Councilor Saari, seconded by Mayor Heyblom to certify that the abstract as presented was accurate with regard to specifying the names of the persons receiving votes and the number of votes received by each office. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried. 

Items from the Floor 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Gary Heasley, CEO of Mesabi Metallics, was present along with three other members of Mesabi Metallics to provide an update on the project and to keep communications open with the City. Heasley said that a large international engineering firm was onsite to advise on construction and operation of the company. Additionally, another large company was looking to invest. There is regular construction activity on site as well. Heasley also spoke of the ATV trail activity and said the process would be done very soon. Mayor Heyblom thanked him for the update and stated that the ATV trail was important to the success of the City’s RV park revenue stream. Council thanked all representatives for attending the meeting and encouraged future attendance.
