*Motion by Councilor Marinaro, seconded by Councilor Gangl to approve the hire of Gary Kastonek as a rink attendant for the 2018-2019 season; rate of pay $10 per hour. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried.  

2019 Fireworks 
*Motion by Mayor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Gangl to approve the 2019 fireworks contract with Pyrotechnic Display Inc. in the amount of $12,000. 
Ayes: Councilor Holmbeck, Mayor Heyblom, Councilor Marinaro, Councilor Gangl. 
Nay: Councilor Saari. Motion approved.  

Arrowhead Procare Claim 
Mayor Heyblom briefed the attorney’s statement in June about Nashwauk likely being liable for runout and shortage claims after the dissolution of the Arrowhead Procare Pool. Attorney Simon said that fancy math wasn’t used and Itasca County likely looked for a fair, balanced way to split up the claim expenses. Councilor Saari voiced disappointment with the Arrowhead Procare Board’s managing of the pool. 

*Motion by Mayor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Gangl to approve payment of the invoice from Itasca County regarding the shortage and runout period insurance claims following the dissolution of the Arrowhead Procare Pool, with Nashwauk’s calculated share at $26,200.87. 
Ayes all present—motion carried.  

2019 Reorganizational Discussion 
Councilor Saari asked that Councilors consider serving on at least one city Committee. He also said that Councilor-elect Bodin had asked if a 6:30 meeting time would be feasible so that he may attend more meetings considering his work schedule. The item would be on a future agenda for discussion. 

Rink Dividers 
Councilor Gangl brought up the discussion that began in 2017 regarding purchasing rink dividers that could be used to split the ice and allow for skating a hockey to occur together. He asked if the Council would be willing to consider the purchase of rink dividers if additional funding could be secured. Councilor Saari said he was in favor of the discussion also going to the Recreation Committee. Mayor Heyblom stated that if funding is secured then he would be interested in continuing the discussion of purchasing the equipment. 

Department & Committee Reports 
The City is seeking interested parties to serve on the 4th of July Committee and the Recreation Committee. Mayor Heyblom requested that interested parties contact the clerk’s office for more information. 

Commission Updates 
The City is seeking interested parties to serve on the Nashwauk Public Utilities Commission and on the Nashwauk Police Commission. Mayor Heyblom requested that interested parties contact the clerk’s office for more information.

Mayor and Council Updates 
Mayor Heyblom provided a calendar parking update, reminding that the side of the street that people should park on is based on whether or not the Sunday of that week is even or odd. If it is odd, people should park on the odd side of the street and likewise for even Sundays. 

Councilor Holmbeck made a suggestion that if there are groups looking for donations, one possible community service they could provide would be assisting the food shelf.
