City Council Meeting

Mayor Heyblom called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall. 
Mayor Heyblom led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Approval of Minutes 
*Motion by Councilor Holmbeck, seconded by Councilor Gangl to approve the minutes of the December 11, 2018 City Council meeting. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried. 

Approval of Consent Agenda
*Motion by Councilor Marinaro, seconded by Councilor Holmbeck to approve the consent agenda as follows: 
a. Approve claims register # 122718 Claims 1 in the amount of $46,333.33. 
b. Approve claims register # 122718 Claims 2 in the amount of $24, 450.88. 
c. Approve claims register # 122718 Claims 3 in the amount of $8,998.96.

Unfinished Business 
Community Center Update 
A meeting would soon be scheduled with Max Gray Construction to further discussion related to the existing floor plan for the Community Center. 

Overlook Update 
The final reimbursement was submitted to IRRRB, and an extension on the grant was filed so that the remaining details could be completed in the spring. Remaining items to be installed include a mini-mine park theme with a tire in the ground and small apparatus. 

1st Street/Highway 65 Update 
The first disbursement from the Minnesota Public Facilities Authority was received. Reimbursement to the Minnesota Rural Water Association will be made soon to satisfy payment of the temporary financing for the First Street project. 

Building Inspection Update 
No update. 

East Itasca Joint Sewer Board Update 
Councilor Saari explained the two invoices in the packet for consideration. The consulting services and the land purchase would be likely reimbursed through the funding received. US Steel did require an easement on the south end of the property; however, it would have no impact on the project. Mayor Heyblom questioned who would own the property. As it stands, the East Itasca Joint Sewer Board would own the property. Councilor Saari said he would be seeking additional information from Engineer Jamnick regarding the details of ownership and operation. 

With regard to who would pay the invoices, Mayor Heyblom suggested that because it was a utility project then the Nashwauk Public Utilities Commission should pay the claims; however, if they didn’t wish to then the Council would issue payment on future claims. The item would be on the next NPUC agenda for discussion.  Payment would be issued now through City Council, as the Board wished to close on the property by year-end. 

*Motion by Councilor Gangl, seconded by Councilor Holmbeck to approve invoice 04 to the East Itasca Joint Sewer Board in the amount of $16,000 for consulting services performed by Community Resource Development. Payment to be issued from the Sewer District 610 fund. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried. 

*Motion by Councilor Holmbeck, seconded by Councilor Gangl to approve invoice 02 to the East Itasca Joint Sewer Board in the amount of $30,333.33 for land purchase for the sewer district project from US Steel. Payment to be issued from the Sewer District 610 fund. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried. 
 
Rink Divider Follow-up 
Councilor Gangl said his request to the Nashwauk Fire Relief Association for funding toward the rink divider was denied. He requested a letter of request be drafted from the City and sent to the Association in an attempt to still secure a donation. Additionally, he would be seeking a $1,000 contribution from the Nashwauk Area Community Fund. Council discussed the timeframe of ordering the divider and thought that it should be ordered now so that it could be used during the current ice season. Councilor Marinaro questioned how burdensome the divider would be to remove from the ice when the ice needed to be resurfaced. Councilor Gangl approximated 10-15 minutes of removal time.  

*Motion by Councilor Saari, seconded by Councilor Holmbeck to proceed with purchasing the rink divider, with an estimated cost of $5,700. 
Ayes all present—motion carried.  

New Business 
Proposed Meeting Time Change
Council discussed a proposed meeting time change from 5:30 to 6:30 p.m. to help accommodate Councilor-elect Bodin attend more meetings, as his work schedule would be in conflict. Council discussed a few options but elected to continue discussion when Bodin could contribute to the discussion during the first January 2019 meeting. 

*Motion by Councilor Holmbeck, seconded by Councilor Saari to table the meeting time discussion until Councilor-elect Bodin could contribute. 
Ayes all present—motion carried. 

MN BID Listing 
Assistant Chief Dasovich requested the Council allow the Police Department to list the 2013 Ford Explorer on the MN Bid website for auction and recommended a $1,500 starting bid, as the vehicle was not in running order.  

*Motion by Councilor Marinaro, seconded by Councilor Gangl to approve listing the 2013 Ford Explorer Police Cruiser on the MN BID website for auction, with a minimum starting bid of $1,500. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried.  

Forfeiture Items 
Assistant Chief Dasovich said there were three forfeiture items that were ready for sale and requested the Council allow them to go out for sealed bids. 

*Motion by Councilor Saari, seconded by Councilor Marinaro to approve calling for sealed bids on three police forfeiture items: 2003 Jaguar X, 1993 Chevrolet pickup, and 2002 Arctic Cat ATV, with bids being opened during the January 22, 2019 City Council meeting.
