*Motion by Councilor Marinaro, seconded by Councilor Gangl to approve all claims signed and file the claims report as official record; with the exception of the claim to Emergency Apparatus Maintenance in the amount of $482.63 that was not signed, as Council wanted clarification on why the work was not done locally.

Special Items 
Peggy Hagen, Heritage Days Committee Request 
Ms. Hagen congratulated Attorney Vollstaedt on the recent accolades awarded by the Hibbing Chamber of Commerce. 
Ms. Hagen summarized the Heritage Days event and proposal and asked for approval to form a Heritage Days Committee.  

*Motion by Councilor Marinaro, seconded by Mayor Heyblom to allow the forming of a Heritage Days Committee and to allow the event itself be held under the auspices of the City, with Nashwauk Chamber of Commerce sponsorship.

Proposed Ordinance Changes 
Citing a need to restructure and simplify the process of enforcing the rental ordinance, Mayor Heyblom supported the proposed changes to Building Maintenance and Occupancy Code Ordinance.  The change included eliminating the one to four year licenses in favor of a three year license and including a re-inspection, which would increase the base fee for inspections by $50 per rental structure. 

*Motion by Councilor Marinaro, seconded by Councilor Williams to approve the proposed changes to the Building Maintenance and Occupancy Code Ordinance and the corresponding fee schedule. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried. 

Benchmark Builders & Renovators, LLC Rental Inspection Agreement 
*Motion by Councilor Gangl, seconded by Councilor Williams to approve the Rental Inspection Agreement with Benchmark Buildings & Renovators, LLC. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried. 

New Business 
Fire Department Office Request 
Chief Coughlin summarized his request for an office for the Fire Department to be located within the Safety Complex, citing the need for a space where work could be done without public interference. Councilor Gangl acknowledged the needs of the department and asked the Chief to obtain quotes for building an office. 

Nashwauk City Council Rules for Public Comment 
*Motion by Councilor Saari, seconded by Councilor Gangl to approve the Resolution for public comment. Mayor Heyblom stated the public comment rules should be approved before the resolution. Councilor Saari withdrew his motion. 

*Motion by Mayor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Marinaro to approve the Nashwauk City Council Rules for Public Comment.  
	Ayes all present—motion carried.

*Motion by Mayor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Williams to approve Resolution No. 2018-05 Adopting Rules for Public Comment.  
Roll call: Ayes—Councilor Williams, Councilor Saari, Mayor Heyblom, Councilor Marinaro, Councilor Gangl. Resolution approved. 

Training Wages for Nashwauk Ambulance Staff 
Councilor Gangl said that the City should strive for consistency among all departments, as training wages were paid for fire department personnel. The EMS Coordinator requested that if the request was approved then the employees should be bringing back information to share with the quorum of the other employees. 

*Motion by Councilor Gangl, seconded by Councilor Marinaro to approve paying training wages for class hours and travel time for ambulance personnel. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried. 

Cooperative Construction Agreement with MnDOT regarding 1st Street/Highway 65 Project 
Engineer Jamnick stated the agreement was standard and acknowledged that MNDOT would have costs associated with the City water line project and those costs were incorporated in the agreement. 

*Motion by Councilor Gangl, seconded by Councilor Williams to approve the Cooperative Construction Agreement No. 1030152 between the State of Minnesota Department of Transportation and the City of Nashwauk. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried. 

Resolution 2018-04 
*Motion by Councilor Gangl, seconded by Councilor Marinaro to approve Resolution 2018-04 regarding MnDOT Agreement No. 1030152.  
Roll call: Ayes—Councilor Williams, Councilor Saari, Mayor Heyblom, Councilor Marinaro, Councilor Gangl. Resolution approved.  

Body Worn Camera and In-Squad Camera Policy 
*Motion by Councilor Williams, seconded by Councilor Gangl to approve both the body worn camera policy and in-squad camera policy for the portable recording system to be used by the Nashwauk Police Department. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried. 

Joint Powers Agreement for Wastewater Treatment Facility 
Councilor Gangl questioned who would be the responsible party for the treatment facility. Engineer Jamick took the podium and summarized the agreement and said he considered it a governance document and that the City of Nashwauk would still own, operate, and take responsibility for the ponds, including being responsible for the permit issued by the MPCA. All concerned parties have reviewed the agreement. Attorney Vollstaedt stated he would like to review the document further before providing advice on whether Council should or shouldn’t approve its adoption. Council also chose to wait on appointing a councilmember to the sewer board until the agreement could be further reviewed.
