Ed Zabinski, Business Plan Presentation 
Mr. Zabinski shared the document and summarized the history of how the City had come to this point of the Community Center planning. Councilor Gangl voiced a desire that the Community Center would address the community needs and wanted a building that would be used frequently. Council thanked Mr. Zabinski for his work on the business plan. 

First-Call for Help 
Pauline Wirtz, Media Coordinator for First Call for Help 211, a non-profit crisis intervention line, was present to discuss the 211 program and how it benefited and was utilized by Nashwauk residents and others. Councilor Gangl asked what other cities of Nashwauk’s size typically give as a donation. The average donation was from $250-$1,000. Information regarding the donation request received would be on the next agenda for Council action along with the corresponding contract.

Legal Counsel Coverage 
Attorney Vollstaedt announced his resignation from Sellman Law. He hoped that the law office would hire another attorney to replace him and said that the City would continue to have coverage through Sellman via phone or email during that transition. Mayor Heyblom thanked Vollstaedt for his time with Nashwauk and stated the City had ‘no finer representation’ than him.
