Approval of Claims 
*Motion by Councilor Marinaro, seconded by Councilor Williams to approve all bills signed and file the claims report as official record.

City Departments 
John Ketola presented a complaint about a recent dispute between himself and the postal carrier. He said the postal carrier had been verbally harassing him. Ketola requested the Council send a letter to the local Post Master to file the complaint. Councilor Gangl initiated discussion on door-to-door delivery and other cities that do not plow their sidewalks. 

*Motion by Councilor Marinaro, seconded by Councilor Williams to draft a letter addressed to the Nashwauk Post Master regarding the verbal harassment of city employees and requesting that the behavior be remedied.

Old Business Report 
Building Inspection Updates 
A signed contract from Benchmark Builders and Renovators, LLC for completing rental inspections had not been received yet. The Administrator will connect with the inspector for an update.


Tracking Trail Connections
Ben DeNucci reported that Chippewa staff and Rob Bigelow said they would have information to report by the end of the month. 

1st Street/Highway 65 Updates 
MnDOT opened the bids on March 23, 2018. The City’s portion of the project came in under the cost estimates that MnDOT had originally established. The information had been forwarded to Mike Bubany of Minnesota Rural Water Association so that temporary financing for the project could move forward. Mr. Bubany would be present at the April 24, 2018 City Council meeting to present his financing recommendations. 

Mobile Home Complaint 
Mayor Heyblom questioned the status of an issue that was forwarded to the Council regarding a complaint from a tenant within the mobile home park. Part of the complaint was regarding a mobile home being moved and Mayor Heyblom questioned how the move would be addressed through the recently approved ordinance regulating mobile homes. The email and ordinance would be forwarded to the attorney for guidance. 

Old Business 
First Call for Help 211 Donation 
Mayor Heyblom read the letter of request and the services provided to the Community.

Paving Cost Estimates from JPJ Engineering 
Council reviewed the costs estimates received for paving of the little league field, basketball court, and safety complex lot. Because of the unknown contingencies for the First Street project, Council chose to table to additional paving and address it during the project if it moved forward favorably. 

New Business 
Hiring Procedures 
A hiring procedure guideline had been drafted by Deputy Clerk Goss. Councilors asked Attorney Simon if she’d had a chance to review them. Attorney Simon said the guidelines were straight forward, with good advice and procedures; she recommended it for adoption.

Handicapped Parking Request 
A handicapped parking request was received from a resident at 125 3rd Street. Councilor Gangl said as long as the proper procedure was followed and the resident provided the necessary documentation then it could be approved. 

*Motion by Councilor Gangl, seconded by Councilor Marinaro to approve the handicapped parking request at 125 3rd Street, contingent upon the resident providing necessary documentation.

Geocaching Request 
*Motion by Mayor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Williams to allow the Nashwauk Library staff and participants to use City land for geocaching endeavors. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried. 

Resignation of Deb Derfler 
*Motion by Councilor Gangl, seconded by Councilor Marinaro to accept the resignation of Deb Derfler from the Nashwauk Ambulance Service effective March 21, 2018. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried. 

Opposition to Children’s Minnesota Statewide License 
EMS Coordinator Calaguire said that Children’s Minnesota had applied for a statewide license through the Emergency Medical State Regulatory Board. She said the application or license wouldn’t affect Nashwauk directly but that she would support opposition to the license as it would affect the Advanced Life Support services surrounding Nashwauk. 

*Motion by Councilor Marinaro, seconded by Councilor Gangl to approve a letter of opposition to the statewide application filed by Children’s Minnesota. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried. 

AFSCME Meeting  
Councilor Gangl requested the conversation with AFSCME regarding adding an additional employee to the Street Department take place the same day as the next union negotiations meeting. 

Items from Floor
Itasca County Commissioner Ben DeNucci was present to share information about County business. 
· DeNucci said that County Road 86 was on the priority list to be repaired. 
· Additionally, there was a tax forfeit residence on Second Street that the County was looking for Nashwauk to take action on by approving its auction or requesting conveyance. 
· The County was also working with the IRRRB to remove underground tanks at abandoned gas stations. The station in Nashwauk would be added to the list but it may have a low priority.
· The City of Nashwauk was entitled to use the Grand Rapids City facility for placement of stray dogs. 
· The County was working on compiling graphics to better illustrate the complex tax calculations, especially how they relate to the new addition properties.  DeNucci suggested holding a “Coffee with the County” meeting for residents. 

4th of July Committee 
Lisa Peratalo questioned the budget that was presented to the 4th of July Committee and wanted to know where the budget cuts had come from and if they were set in stone. Councilor Gangl would like to have a sit down meeting with the Committee and talk about where they’d like to take the celebration from here. Mayor Heyblom said a budget wasn’t set in stone and they may consider an increased budget after discussions with the Committee. 

Fireworks Discussion
Mayor Heyblom stated that the fireworks and parade covered all aspects of the celebration and felt it was important that the fireworks stay at the same quality. Three price options were in the packet: $10,000; $12,000; and $15,000. Mayor Heyblom advocated for the $15,000 fireworks display. DeNucci said that the $15,000 display was the 4th of July Committee’s recommendation but stated they would like more information related to the remainder of the budget.
