City Council Meeting
April 23, 2019

Mayor Saari called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall. 
Mayor Saari led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Members present: Councilor Holmbeck, Councilor Heyblom, Mayor Saari, Councilor Bodin. 
Members absent: Councilor Gangl. 
Also present: Attorney Simon, Administrator Kurtock, Street Lead John Ketola, Peggy Hagen. 

Approval of Minutes 
*Motion by Councilor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Holmbeck to approve the minutes of the April 9, 2019 City Council meeting. 
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried. 

Approval of Consent Agenda 
*Motion by Councilor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Bodin to approve the consent agenda as follows: 
a. Approve claims register #42319 Claims1 in the amount of $27,737.49. 
b. Approve claims register #42319 Claims2 in the amount of $3,109.00. 
c. Approve Matthew Grossell to attend EVOC on May 1, 2019 at Hibbing Community College; course fee $200.00.

Unfinished Business 
Community Center Update 
Mayor Saari summarized the history of the Community Center project and shared his Memo with Council. He recommended calling for quotes for the addition of a Community Center both the north or south end of the recreation complex. Either addition would include a refurbishing of the Rec, expanded kitchen, and meeting rooms. Councilor Bodin voiced dissent in attaching a Community Center to the Rec, but rather was in favor of a standalone building. Councilors discussed infrastructure needs and parking. 

*Motion by Mayor Saari, seconded by Councilor Holmbeck to call for quotes for both the north and south end of the Recreation Complex that would include a refurbished Recreation Center, expanded kitchen, and meeting rooms; additionally, looking for a quote on a completely new Recreation Complex and Community Center. 
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried. 



Building Inspection Update

East Itasca Joint Sewer Board Update 
Mayor Saari shared that the Board had recently gone through a checklist of needs related to financial consultant recommendations and engineering needs. The Board is continuing with grant applications. The Board was also present at the last Nashwauk Public Utilities Commission Meeting to present an update of the future process and progress. 

Fire Department Turnout Gear Washing Machine 
Fire Chief Coughlin obtained two quotes for the turnout gear washing machine. He recommended the purchase of a 60 LB machine. Quotes received for washers, delivery, and installation were as follows: BDS Laundry $12,700; Century Laundry Distributing, Inc.: $10,341. 

*Motion by Councilor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Holmbeck to purchase the 60 LB turnout gear washing machine from Century Laundry Distributing, Inc. in the amount of $10,341.
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried. 

New Business 
West Range Storage Property Purchase 
Thomas and Kelsey Greelis of West Range Storage submit a proposal to Council asking to purchase parcel 95-427-0540 for the asking price of $6,500 per acre. The parcel is about 1.3 acres so the price would be $8,450. Mr. Greelis said he intended to build a cold storage building with 23 units. Council discussed the small section of vacant land to the west of the proposed parcel. It was unused and would be unusable by the City. Mayor Saari asked if Greelis would also be interested in purchasing that section of land. Mr. Greelis was in favor of purchasing it. Councilor Holmbeck motioned to sell lot 95-427-0540 in the amount of $8,480 and then amended his motion to include the small section of land. The final motion is as follows: 

*Motion by Councilor Holmbeck, seconded by Councilor Bodin to approve the sale of parcel 95-427-0540 to Thomas and Kelsey Greelis of West Range Storage including the small buffer lot to the west if it was saleable and not a utility easement area for the amount of $9,000; or if the buffer lot was not saleable, for the original presented price of $8,450.00; covenants would apply. 
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried. 

Northeast Healthcare Preparedness Coalition Participation Agreement 
*Motion by Councilor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Holmbeck to approve participation in the Northeast Healthcare Preparedness Coalition Participation Agreement with Arrowhead EMS Association and allow the Administrator to sign. 
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried. 

Fit Testing 
*Motion by Councilor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Holmbeck to approve annual employee screenings for the Nashwauk Ambulance Service and the Nashwauk Fire Department through JobCare. Average cost per ambulance employee: $141 and average cost per firefighter: $134.
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried. 


John Deere Grader 
John Ketola informed the Council that Itasca County was planning to auction two John Deere Graders and through his discussions with an Itasca County employee he said he may be able to purchase one outright without having to bid for around $35,500. Itasca County was looking to use the equipment for at least another month and said if Nashwauk was interested, a verbal confirmation may secure one from going to auction. Mr. Ketola said he would like to use the grader for Sierra Road, Rabbit Road, and ice scraping. Funds for the purchase of a new plow truck had been budgeted, but Mr. Ketola was considering a used plow truck. Council agreed to verbally confirm to Itasca County interest in the grader. 

2018 Audited Financial Statements 
*Motion by Councilor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Bodin to accept the 2018 Financial Statements as drafted by Walker, Giroux & Hahne and allow the Mayor and Clerk to sign the representation letter in connection with the audit. 
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried. 

Department & Committee Reports 
Recreation Committee 
Peggy Hagen presented the proposed Heritage Days celebration for 2019, which would revolve around “A Taste of Nashwauk” and highlight old recipes from Nashwauk residents and its food establishments. It would be held July 4 within City Hall from 10:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. and have an approximate cost of $400. Hagen said she would be requesting funds from the Community Fund. The next Rec Board meeting would be May 8, 2019 at 10:00 a.m. at City Hall. 

4th of July Committee 
4th of July Raffle tickets most be sold by April 27, which is also the day of the spaghetti feed fundraiser that would be held at the Safety Complex. 

Police Department 
National prescription take back day will be Saturday, April 27, 2019 from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. at the Nashwauk Police Department. 

The City is also accepting sealed bids for two forfeiture items that can be viewed at the Police Department. The bids would be opened during the May 14, 2019 City Council meeting. 

Commission Updates 
The Nashwauk Public Utilities Commission is continuing research on an AMI meter system. The 4th Street Alley project of lining a sewer line was progressing, with completion expected in May. 

Mayor and Council Updates 
Councilor Heyblom said he would like to see the lot on Central Avenue turned to a green space by 4th of July. 

Councilor Holbeck requested that department heads advised with the Administrator before bringing items to Councilors or meetings.
