Community Center

Building Inspections 
The Administrator reported she’d met with Joe Odell of Benchmark Inspections to go through the rental properties that needed to be inspected. Additionally, Odell seemed willing to do the inspection at 401 Central Avenue regarding the resident living in a camper. 

Disc Golf
The quote received for installation of the course will be good through the next year according to the company. Grants will be sought through the fall once they are open for applications. If funding is awarded then the project could potentially come to fruition in summer of 2019. 

Trail Connection 
Mayor Heyblom said it would be worth looking into getting trail connections going north of town. The City is landlocked heading north. Mayor Heyblom said he’d spoken to Engineer Jamnick regarding connecting to the north. In Itasca County all county roads are open to ATV. Possible use of the snowmobile trail was discussed. 

1st Street Updates 
The work is currently progressing with individual waterlines being setup. Temporary financing did come through from Minnesota Rural Water Association. 

Old Business 
5-Year Capital Improvement Plan 
Councilor Marinaro questioned if any additional projects would be scheduled for 2018, especially related to the roads in the New Addition. Mayor Heyblom summarized the First Street project took priority because the road was already being torn up by MNDOT and emphasizing the importance of ‘dig once.’ 

Operator Job Description 
An informational update regarding the Street Department Operator job description was given. The revisions included the requirement that two members of the department had to have wastewater and waterworks certifications.
