Councilor Holmbeck shared that he supported full-time status because in a moment of emergency, he did not favor a part-time service. Additionally, he referenced Ms. Bodin’s commentary during her interview at her intended effort to increasing transfers, and a regional community safety complex model.

*Motion by Councilor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Holmbeck to approve accessible parking signage at 120 3rd Street, per Assistant Chief Dasovich recommendation.

Department & Committee Reports 
Peggy Hagen shared there would be a Rec Board meeting on June 12 at 5:30 p.m. at City Hall. She called for parents of kids who participate in sports to join the Rec Board. Mayor Saari requested a budget update at next meeting from the Committee 


Commission Updates 
Nashwauk Public Utilities Commission 
Councilor Bodin updated that the Commission had approved an AMI Meter System implementation through Minnesota Power. They had also approved a pole inspection Scope of Work to be completed by Minnesota Power. Additionally, the Commission approved paying for half of the grader to be purchased from Itasca County.  
Mayor Saari discussed sharing equipment with neighboring city. Councilor Holmbeck invited a joint meeting with the City of Keewatin. Councilor Heyblom stress that staff should be invited if it is going to involve equipment of theirs to be shared.

Mayor and Council Updates 
Councilor Holmbeck said he had witnessed kids using the Overlook as a jungle gym and discouraged such behavior. He additionally asked that locking of the gate that leads to LaRue Pit be placed on the next agenda. Councilor Holmbeck also asked for an update on what has been done or secured for the 4th of July.  Councilor Heyblom expressed concern over the amount of time between meetings and being able to secure signatures on contracts for 4th of July vendors. He requested Council approval for contracts based on 4th of July Committee recommendation.

Councilor Heyblom encouraged discussion on parameters for blight properties for turning utilities on if a property has been deemed uninhabitable. 

Mayor Saari shared letter he received from the Minnesota Board of Peace Officer Standards and Training congratulating the Nashwauk Police Department for passing the comprehensive review 

RAMS Board of Directors will be meeting Thursday with Senator Tomassoni and reviewing the legislative session. The Range Mayors meeting will be June 12 to discuss legislation as it affects cities.
