Mayor Heyblom called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall. 
Mayor Heyblom led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Approval of Minutes 
*Motion by Councilor Williams, seconded by Councilor Saari to approve the minutes of the April 24, 2018 City Council meeting. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried. 

Approval of Claims 
*Motion by Councilor Saari, seconded by Councilor Marinaro to approve all claims signed and file the claims report as official record.

City Departments 
EMS Coordinator Calaguire stated she’d spoken with staff regarding individuals under 18 participating in ride-alongs on the Ambulance Service. She stated that of the attendants, all present were in favor of allowing minors to participate. If a staff member doesn’t want to participate, Calaguire said that would be their right not to do ride-alongs with youth. 

*Motion by Councilor Marinaro, seconded by Councilor Saari to approve allowing individuals under 18 to participate in ride-alongs with the Nashwauk Ambulance Service.

Special Items 
Patty Derfler, American Legion Auxiliary 
Derfler expressed concerned about sporting activities being held in the upstairs of city hall, as the chandeliers on the main level were shaking and some had fallen. She worried the unusual use would cause the building to deteriorate. Mayor Heyblom acknowledged her concerns and stated the Council had been aware of the increasing damage due to sporting activities being held in the building. Derfler shared other concerns regarding the building including use of the Auxiliary closet by others, handicapped accessibility, cleanliness, and general upkeep.

Old Business Report 
Community Center 
Councilor Saari stated concern for letting the Zabinski business plan fall to the backburner, as it would be an important way to plan for the future. 

*Motion by Councilor Saari, seconded by Councilor Williams to pursue applicants for grant writing regarding the community center project. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried.   

Disc Golf
The Administrator updated that a quote for a nine-hole course had been obtained and it would allow for expansion in the future. After contacting the IRRRB regarding potential grant sources for the project, it was clear that funding opportunities wouldn’t open until September. The Administrator stated her intent to apply for whichever grants would allow for disc golf and then plan for the project to have a spring of 2019 start assuming a grant was awarded. 

1st Street/Hwy 65 
The project was scheduled to start May 14 with establishing temporary water services. 

Old Business 
Structure at 203 2nd Street
Councilor Marinaro stated that the structure owner, Mr. Kastonek, needed to establish a completion date for remedying the disrepair of the building and recommended 30 days for completion. Written communication would be sent to Mr. Kastonek requesting an update on progress, his presence at a Council meeting, and making him aware of the impending establishing of a completion date deadline which would likely be June 30, 2018. 

2nd Street Sidewalk Replacement 
Councilor Marinaro wanted to know if the company that is replacing the concrete for the Church would be quoting on this sidewalk replacement. He further stated he had an issue with the proposal being placed in the packet when he is frequently facing concerns and frustration from neighbors in the New Addition regarding frost heaves in the roads. 
Councilor Marinaro requested the 5-year Capital Improvement Plan be placed back on the agenda so the Council could prioritize capital improvements. 

New Business 
Ambulance Service Hire
*Motion by Councilor Saari, seconded by Councilor Marinaro to approve the hire of Ryan Patton as an EMT on the Nashwauk Ambulance Service. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried. 

Fire Danger Sign 
At a previous meeting more information was requested about a fire danger sign to be placed at the fire hall. The local DNR office had been contacted and they’d given an initial cost estimate for the sign around $4,500. The DNR also expressed the importance of someone being able to change the sign daily if needed, as the fire danger status frequently changes. 

Mayor and Council Concerns 
Mayor Heyblom summarized a recent incident at the Safety Complex involving uneven concrete and called for remedial action. The Administrator said quotes for both repair and replacement were being sought. 

Mayor Heyblom also asked EMS Coordinator Calaguire to pursue a wind sock to aid in safe helicopter landings. 

Mayor Heyblom read the State of Minnesota Proclamation that proclaimed the month of May 2018 as Poppy Month.
