Special City Council Meeting
June 11, 2019

Mayor Saari called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall. 

Members present: Councilor Holmbeck, Councilor Heyblom, Mayor Saari, Councilor Bodin, Councilor Gangl. 
Also present: Assistant Chief Dasovich, Officer Savolainen, Administrator Kurtock

Discussion Regarding a School Resource Officer 
Administrator Kurtock and Assistant Chief Dasovich shared with Council the need for a School Resource Officer, as the number of behavioral calls to the High School had increased drastically. With the amount of time the day-shift officer had been spending within the school, it was leaving less time for the Police Department to spend time on ordinance enforcement. 

Grant applications had been submitted to the Northland Foundation, Blandin Foundation, and the MN JAG grant to request funds for the creation of an SRO position. With verbal confirmation from Northland and Blandin, and the anticipation that a grant through the State would open specifically for SRO funding, Kurtock and Dasovich asked Council to consider creation of a School Resource Officer position within the Nashwauk-Keewatin High School. Kurtock noted that Superintendent Matt Grose has submit written confirmation that ISD 319 unanimously supported a sustainable school resource officer model with a long-term commitment. Grose furthered stating that it was the intent of the district to build its annual budget with sustainability in mind. 

Council acknowledged that they would be considering creation of a position based on the promise of grant funding and partial funding for the first year or two from the District; however, with the commitment of long-term funding from the District, it was easier to consider. Council recognized additional protection and support of the students as priority. 

*Motion by Councilor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Holmbeck to post for a position of Patrol Officer to serve as Patrol for the City of Nashwauk and School Resource Officer for the Nashwauk-Keewatin High School.
