Special Items: 
Kim Johnson, MN Public Health
Ms. Johnson presented the Council with information regarding the Toward Zero Deaths program, sharing statistics, background on the program, training initiatives in Nashwauk, activities within Itasca County, and traffic safety training opportunities. She invited the people to join the TZD coalition, stating an ideal goal of having more people participate from the city departments. 

Mark Williams, Winter Parking Concerns 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Williams questioned if the City had made any movement regarding the winter parking concerns near his home. Mayor Heyblom said that some discussion has happened regarding the parking concerns near the school; however, not all the parking issues are related to students and some issues are related to residents that live near the school who own many vehicles that have those vehicles parked on the street. Councilor Gangl acknowledged the concern about parking; however, cited that the City is small and pushing permit parking is going to push the parking concerns to the next blocks. He voiced concern on how far the permitting would go. Councilor Saari voiced a collaborative initiative with the school district.

Disc Golf Updates 
The IRRRB awarded the city a grant for $13,475 to install a nine hole disc golf course. The city has to provide a match for those funds but for this grant the match can be in-kind services. The company installing the course said it could likely happen within the next 6 weeks. 

City Hall Repairs & Petition from the American Legion Post 307 Opposing Athletic Activities in the Memorial Building 
Mayor Heyblom clarified that the city was tracking the use of the building for athletics through this item on the old business agenda. Councilor Gangl suggested setting a meeting soon with youth wrestling to determine if the sport could continue in the building.  

Quit Claim Deed with Joseph and Alexis Martire 
*Motion by Councilor Marinaro, seconded by Councilor Williams to approve a Quit Claim Deed with Joseph and Alexis Martire for approximately 100 feet of Outlot A, Fifth Addition and allow the Mayor and Administrator to sign; total transaction fee $500.

Softball Program Donation Request 
A request was received from Rossi Gangl requesting a donation of $1,500 for the Nashwauk summer softball program, which has 2 teams for 10U and 1 team for 16U. The funds would go toward the purchase of bats and equipment. Councilor Saari questioned if the cost would be an annual expense for the City. Councilor Gangl said he wasn’t sure if they would have any additional requests. The program dropped off for a while but now there is enough participants and volunteers. Councilor Saari said the request should be presented in person. Mayor Heyblom said the equipment would stay with the city.  

*Motion by Councilor Marinaro, seconded by Councilor Saari to approve a one-time donation of $1,500 to the Nashwauk youth softball program, with any future requests to be forwarded to the Recreation Committee for consideration.

Payment to Baseball Coaches 
Councilor Gangl will research what other communities pay their coaches and make a recommendation to the Council regarding a similar rate of payment for the baseball program coach. 

Matthew Grossell Jr Hire as Part-Time 
*Motion by Councilor Williams, seconded by Councilor Gangl to approve the hire of Matthew Grossell Jr. as a part-time police officer contingent on psyche and physical analysis per recommendation of the Police Commission. 
Ayes all present—motion carried. 

Items from the Floor: 
Peggy Hagen, Heritage Days Coordinator, updated Council on the celebration. Mayor Heyblom noted that Ms. Hagen won the mayor’s trophy for her float in the 4th of July parade that was dedicated to the mining community. 

Mayor Heyblom shared kudos to the street department, police department, ambulance, fire and committee for their contribution toward the 4th of July celebration. 

Mayor Heyblom said there would be a meeting with the school board members regarding a potential opportunity for a grant to have artificial turf installed. Discussions on the issue will be at a meeting on Wednesday, July 18 at 5:00 p.m. 

Councilor Saari announced the East Itasca Joint Wastewater Board project kickoff meeting on July 24, 2018 at 1:00 p.m. in the Keewatin Community Center. 

A collaborative meeting with the department heads regarding the school’s proposal will be held on July 24, 2018 after the regularly scheduled city council meeting.
