City Council Meeting
July 23, 2019

Mayor Saari called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall. 
Mayor Saari led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Members present: Councilor Heyblom, Mayor Saari, Councilor Bodin; Councilor Gangl entered at 5:39 p.m., Councilor Holmbeck entered at 5:42. 
Also present: Assistant Chief Dasovich, NPU Commissioner Bolf, Fire Chief Coughlin, Administrator Kurtock, Attorney Simon, Officer Grossell, Deputy Clerk Goss. 

Notable Items 
Mike Bubany, of David Drown and Associates, presented a capital planning tool that the Council and Public Utilities Commission could use to assist with intentional planning. It would assist with planning to a dollar number and plan projects within our thresholds. The proposal would be on the next agenda for Council decision. 

Approval of Minutes 
*Motion by Councilor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Holmbeck to approve the minutes of the July 9, 2019 City Council meeting. 
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried. 

Approval of Consent Agenda 
*Motion by Councilor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Bodin to approve the consent agenda as follows: 
a. Approve claims register #72319 Claims 1 in the amount of $40,783.33. 
b. Approve claims register #72319 Claims 2 in the amount of $29,083.45. 
c. Approve April Kurtock to attend the Mining and Minerals Resources Reception in Biwabik on July 25.

Unfinished Business 
Recreation Center Renovations 
Mayor Saari shared that Engineer Jamnick was working on the project and hoped for an update soon. 

Building Inspection Update 
A revised rental ordinance was in the packet for Council consideration and input. The revision included requiring the landlord to provide proof of taxes paid on a rental property before a license would be issued. Also, the original ordinance read like two different ordinances—one for building maintenance and one for rental property inspections. The revised version was only for the rental property portion, and Administrator Kurtock said another ordinance would be drafted separately for building maintenance. Councilor Heyblom moved to approve the ordinance, but Attorney Simon advised it be tabled until the next meeting, as it had not been posted for the required amount of time. 

East Itasca Joint Sewer Board Update 
Mayor Saari updated that the EIJSB meeting earlier that day had moved for the Lone Pine Township to start applying for funds. The Board had met with IRRRB staff and Commissioner Philips stated support of the project. 

Ordinance Emergency Protection Fire Services 
*Motion by Councilor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Gangl to approve Ordinance 2019-02 Establishing Fees for Emergency Protection Fire Services. 
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried. 

Council discussed the title of the ordinance and asked that for the next meeting, action be taken to change the name to clarify that the ordinance would pertain to property within the Nashwauk Fire Service Area versus “within the City” as it currently stated. 

New Business 
Nashwauk Market Request  
*Motion by Councilor Gangl, seconded by Councilor Bodin to approve the request from Nashwauk Market to close Deering Avenue from 2nd to 3rd Street on Saturday, August 3rd for the company’s 2nd annual Ribfest. 
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried. 

Ambulance Service Quarterly Training 
EMS Coordinator Bodin requested approval for a quarterly training system through Meds-1 Ambulance that would provide the twenty national hours each EMT needed and would replace the need for an EMT refresher every two years. Councilor Gangl voiced support of the system, but Councilor Heyblom requested a second quote per policy. The request was tabled to another meeting. 

Street & Utilities Lead Worker 
*Motion by Councilor Holmbeck, seconded by Councilor Gangl to approve the appointment of Thomas Martire as Street & Utilities Lead Worker effective July 23, 2019. 
	Ayes: all present. Abstain: Councilor Heyblom. Motion carried. 

*Motion by Councilor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Bodin to send a letter of appreciation to John Ketola for his many years of service. 
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried. 

Department & Committee Reports 
Police Department Update and Requests 
Assistant Chief Dasovich shared his July 2019 Department Report stating that the Blandin Foundation had approved a $45,000 grant request for the School Resource Officer, which would be paid out over three years. The Northland Foundation would be presenting a check to the City on August 22 at 10:30 a.m. for their grant award as well. Dasovich also shared that Officer Amber Jackson would be representing Nashwauk at the State Fair providing police coverage for the fair. Jackson would be covered by the Fair’s work comp insurance and would be paid by them as well.  

Transfer from Savings 
*Motion by Councilor Heyblom, seconded by Councilor Bodin to approve the transfer of $4,000 from the Police Department Forfeiture savings account to the general fund. 
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried. 



Firearms Purchase

Temporary Hire 
*Motion by Councilor Gangl, seconded by Councilor Bodin hire a temporary full-time Patrol Officer from the part-time roster. 
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried. 

Councilor Heyblom shared that he had fielded complaints regarding camper trailers parked on the streets. Dasovich said he would review the ordinance and if needed have an update for Council consideration.  

Ambulance Service July 2019 Report 
EMS Coordinator Bodin shared that she had submit a request to Itasca County Health and Human Services for a new ambulance, asking they put $120,000 in their 2020 budget. If approved, the City would need to pay for any amount over $120,000 toward a new ambulance. Bodin shared that she had received approximately $1,500 from the Arrowhead EMS Association as reimbursement for purchasing the iPads and cases through the agency’s grant. Bodin also shared progress on roster clean-up and advised Council that a few resignations would be coming in over the next few weeks. The people that hadn’t actively served on the service for over a year were asked to formally choose to stay or resign. 
Additionally, Dr. Palecek had submit his paperwork to the EMSRB and taken the necessary steps to be the Medical Director. 

Mayor and Council Updates 
Mayor Saari shared that he is serving on two committees for the League of Minnesota Cities: improving fiscal futures policy committee, and improving local economies policy committee. Committee work will be done in mid-September. 

Councilor Holmbeck shared that the Council had a productive meeting with the Keewatin City Council. Two subcommittees were created to continue facilitating collaboration discussions between the two cities.  

Closed Session 
*Motion by Councilor Gangl, seconded by Councilor Bodin to convene to closed session to discuss private data pursuant to MN Statute Section 13D.05 subdivision 2. 
	Ayes: all present. Motion carried.
