Discussion Regarding Township Fire Service Contracts 
Administrator Kurtock shared that the fire contract with Lone Pine Township was set to expire at the end of 2019. Additionally, the contract with Nashwauk Township should be updated, as the formula used for calculating their annual payment was overly complex and outdated. The League of Minnesota Cities had a sample contract that was shared with Council as an example. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Fire Chief Coughlin stated that the unorganized township north of Nashwauk pays 3.35% of their next tax capacity for fire coverage. It was suggested that a similar formula be used for both Nashwauk and Lone Pine Townships so that all areas pay a consistent, fair rate. Council extensively discussed the rate and when the last time it had been updated. Coughlin suggested setting up a joint meeting with both townships and discuss the contract changes.
