WMMPB Field Trip 
Councilor Saari shared that the Western Mesabi Mine Planning Board scheduled a field trip to Duluth on September 15, 2018. Nashwauk Councilors would have top priority for attendance to the Duluth field trip, as seating is limited. 

Handicapped Parking Request 
A resident at 409 2nd Street submitted a letter of request for a handicapped parking spot in front of his home. Councilor Saari inquired about the past practice for approval of said requests. Supporting documentation proving handicapped status was required and typically if there was already one handicapped parking spot on the block then the city hadn’t approved a second one for that block in the past. There was a handicapped parking spot on the requested block already. Councilor Saari noted that the applicant was a disabled veteran.

ZEF Energy Electric Vehicle Charger 
Councilor Marinaro discussed the request for a letter of support to use as part of the company’s RFP. The company is looking for potential sites but has to be awarded the MPCA grant before any discussion on the actual charging station location would occur. 

*Motion by Councilor Marinaro, seconded by Councilor Saari to approve a letter of indication that Nashwauk would be willing to locate an Electric Vehicle Charger within the City limits if ZEF Energy were awarded a grant for the project.

*Motion by Councilor Gangl, seconded by Councilor Marinaro to approve the hire of Teresa Lanyk on the Nashwauk Ambulance Service as an EMT per the recommendation of the Coordinator. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried. 
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Physio Control Service Plan 
EMS Coordinator Calaguire requested the Council approve a service plan for maintenance of the LIFEPAK and LUCAS equipment. The company would swap out the machines via mail when they need servicing and send Nashwauk loaner equipment. 

*Motion by Councilor Gangl, seconded by Councilor Marinaro to approve a four year service plan agreement with Physio Control for servicing of the LUCAS and LIFEPAK equipment; four year service total of $4,924.80. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried. 

Mayor Heyblom asked the Coordinator for an inventory of current ambulance equipment and what should be planned for in the future.
