John Vesel at 414 3rd Street 
Mr. John Vesel at 414 3rd Street petitioned the Council requesting reconsideration on a correction order issued by the Police Department. He stated he had a camper in his yard that he had for years and used it as a spare bedroom, with no intention to drive it. He offered to clean it up but did not want to remove it from his property. Chief Dasovich explained that the correction order was the second warning since the month of April. Dasovich said that because Mr. Vesel had no intention to license, insure, or drive it, he asked for Council to uphold the ordinance.
