Holmbeck referenced the public hearing meeting that MnDOT had hosted in Nashwauk on August 5, 2019 regarding the intersection control evaluation at TH 169 and TH 65. All Councilors voiced that they did not advocate restricting access to the City.  Mayor Saari stated he had contacted Senator Tomassoni and Representative Sandstede to intercede on Nashwauk’s behalf to advocate the same. Council felt that MnDOT wasn’t necessarily receptive to alternate changes proposed. A follow-up meeting to further discuss with MnDOT, representatives, and the local community would be scheduled soon.
