Approval of Minutes

*Motion by Councilor Saari, seconded by Councilor Gangl to approve the consent agenda as follows:

Unfinished Business 
Community Center Update
An update regarding grant writing hadn’t been received from Barb Caskey of ARDC. If the City doesn’t hear from her before September 20, 2018, Councilor Saari will see her and will speak to her. 

Overlook Update 
Councilor Marinaro recapped a meeting that he, Mr. Kautto from the Street Department and Administrator Kurtock had with the low bidder on the Overlook project. Champion Iron LLC. who was the low bidder discussed changes that could be made to the project to lower the price to closer to what the City was expecting. Mayor Heyblom questioned whether these changes should go out through the bidding process again to give local contractors a chance to bid on the project again. Councilor Marinaro assured the group that these changes were minimal and he did not feel it needed to go back out for bids a second time as local contractors were given the opportunity to bid the first time and chose not.  
*Motion by Councilor Marinaro, seconded by Councilor Saari to approve Change Order #1 from Champion Iron LLC. in the amount of $106,792.00 down from the initial bid of $229,127.00. 
	Ayes all present—motion carried. 

1st Street/Hwy 65 Update
Mayor Heyblom asked Councilor Marinaro if there was an update on 1st Street. Councilor Marinaro shared that curbs are done up to the street where M&M Autobody resides. He also updated the council on the discussion he, the Administrator, the Street Department MNDot had on the island at the safety complex. MNDot agreed to extend out the approach for the emergency vehicles to fit through but they were not willing to remove the island complete. MNDot will change the island as requested by the City to a concrete island rather than having grass that would need to be maintained there.  

Baseball Coach Pay Consideration
Councilor Gangl would like the Council to consider paying the Baseball Coach for the VFW/Legion summer program for 2017 & 2018 in the amount of $1,500.00 per year. Attorney Simon discussed that it is within the legal realm for the City to choose to pay a coach for a summer athletic program. Attorney Simon suggested having an agreement in place so all parties understand their responsibilities. Councilor Holmbeck said he believes we should pay money to those that have been promised it but he agreed with Attorney Simon that an agreement should be in place for future. Councilor Saari suggested that the program possibly be funded by the school. It was discussed that the school has never contributed to summer programs. The City needs to contact the area VFW and Legion in order to agree on funding for the program in the future. Councilor Saari requested more information from the clerk’s office on where there would be funds in the budget to pull from. 

*Motion by Councilor Saari, seconded by Mayor Heyblom to table paying the VFW/Legion Baseball Coach until further budgetary information is obtained.
	Ayes all present – motion carried.
 
New Business 
Cost Sharing with ISD #319 – Artificial Turf
The proposal in the packet was for a topographic survey and site development for the Nashwauk Baseball Field to see if it was a viable option for artificial turf on the field. This information was required for a grant where 100% of the costs would be covered by the grant for artificial turf. Councilor Holmbeck asked if this motion would be specific to the proposal in the packet and not for agreement of maintenance for the field. It is only for the topographic survey and site development.
 
*Motion by Councilor Saari, seconded by Councilor Gangl to approve the payment of half of the topographic survey and site development proposal from JPJ Engineering for the Nashwauk Baseball Field for a total cost to the City of $1,350.00.
